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Public Lecture 

Globalization and Catching-up in 
Emerging Market Economies

This lecture will focus on conditions and prospects for fast and durable growth in emerging market economies. In the course of history less than 30 countries have become rich and still more than 80 percent of the world population is lagging behind. In many cases a lot indeed. It is true not only for overwhelming majority of countries in the “Third World”, but also for the new, emerging market economies of East Central Europe and the former Soviet Union. The postsocialist transformation has raised exuberant expectations for rapid economic and social progress. However – after already 12 years of liberalization and integration into the global economy – it has not happen. At least not yet. Thus the question arises: how real are the prospects for catching-up in these emerging markets? What are the cultural, political and especially economic factors that may contribute to sustained growth over the long term? Certainly, they are the ingredients, which must be used in the recipe for successful development strategy. Hence, is the contemporary wave of globalization bringing an additional chance for sustained growth and development, or is just another threat to it? 
Professor Grzegorz W. Kolodko, a key architect of Polish economic reforms, is the Director of  T I G E R  -- Transformation, Integration and Globalization Economic Research at the Leon Kozminski Academy of Entrepreneurship and Management (WSPiZ) in Warsaw, Poland.  He is a leading expert on globalization and post-communist transition to a market economy. While First Deputy Premier and the Minister of Finance (1994-97), he played a key role in Poland’s successful transition. In 1996, he was nominated as The Best Minister of Finance in East Central Europe as he led his country to the OECD. The United Nations, IMF and the World Bank have sought Professor Kolodko’s expertise. He has accepted invitations for visiting professorships at Yale, UCLA and the University of Rochester, as well as research fellowships and lectures at academic institutions and organizations worldwide. 

Professor Kolodko is the author of 30 books and over 250 articles and research papers that are published in 20 languages around the globe, of which a majority is available in English.  In 1997-98 Professor Kolodko was Distinguished Sasakawa Chair and Research Professor in Development Policy at WIDER and has written the book on “From Shock to Therapy. The Political Economy of Postsocialist Transformation” published in 2000 by Oxford University Press.
